
Pro-Desktop- Lofting from one Workplane to another 

 

Select the Base workplane 
until it goes RED. Go to 
Workplane/New 
Workplane. 
 
In the dialogue box where it 
has Offset enter the amount 
of mm’s you wish to loft 
through. 
 
We are going to enter 100 
mm’s 

Base Workplane 

 

 

You will now see a 
workplane 100mm above 
the workplane appear. 
This is your new 
workplane 
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Pro-Desktop- Lofting from one Workplane to another 

 

New workplane 

Choosing the 
new workplane 
(RED) go to 
Workplane/New 
Sketch and draw 
a circle call it 
TOP 

 

 

Circle on New Workplane!! 
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Pro-Desktop- Lofting from one Workplane to another 

 

Go to Select workplanes and select 
the Base workplane 
 
Now go to Workplanes/New Sketch 
 
Draw a square on the Base 
Workplane and call it Bottom 

 

 

You now should have a Circle called 
TOP and a Square called Bottom 
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Pro-Desktop- Lofting from one Workplane to another 

 

Go to Feature and then down to Loft through Profiles 
 
Click so both of your drawings TOP & BOTTOM are 
in the profiles box (they will need to be RED) Now  
click OK
